All gymnasts, juniors and seniors in all disciplines wilie
exception of GfA, and expected to take part in internati
competitions, will need to own a personal Licence.

The Licence will be valid for two years from the dtis issued
by the FIG.

The Licence is considered as a “gymnastics passport” s
valid for all FIG competitions, the competitions orgadisy
the Continental Unions, the international tournaments tae
international events, as well as the competitiogamised in the
frame of Continental and Regional Games.

The following are considered as International competitions

All official competitions_mentioned in _Art. 2 of the FIG
Technical Regulations

Olympic Games, World Championships, World Games, W,
Cup Competitions, Age Group Competitions.

All other competitions not organised by the FIG mentioed

in Art 3 of the Technical Regulations

Continental Championships, Continental and Regional G4
Competitions and Tournaments between federations saadt
by the FIG.

The Licence must be presented and checked upon accredi
Gymnasts who do not present a valid FIG Licence ate
allowed to compete.

British Gymnastics will apply for Licences for theirembers,
and one (1) month prior to the validity date requirédcence
